REGIONAL LEVEL 2 FEMALE MENTORING SCHEME; 
 

WHO IS IT FOR… MENTEE 
 

• TO BE ELIGIBLE TO ATTEND THE PROGRAMME, YOU MUST HAVE: A VALID FA LEVEL 1 COACHING CERTIFICATE (INC. VALID 

FA SAFEGUARDING, FA EMERGENCY AID CERTIFICATES) AND MUST BE INVOLVED WITH AN AFFILIATED FOOTBALL CLUB 
 

• THERE IS NO COST TO TAKE PART IN THE PROGRAMME APART FROM YOU TIME AND COMMITMENT. COACHES WILL RECEIVE: 

ACCESS TO ALL WORKSHOPS AS STIPULATED AS PART OF THE PROGRAMME, A PLACE ON THE FA LEVEL 2 COURSE, 

MENTORING FOLDER, COUNTY FA SUPPORT, MENTOR SUPPORT, ACCESS TO TECHNICAL ADVISOR. 
 

• ALL APPLICANTS MUST BE INVOLVED WITH A FOOTBALL CLUB AFFILIATED TO A COUNTY FA OR IF NOT CURRENTLY INVOLVED 

WITH A CLUB, AGREE TO VOLUNTEER IN A LOCAL CHARTER STANDARD CLUB THROUGHOUT THE DURATION OF THE 

MENTORING PROGRAMME AND FOR A PERIOD OF 12 MONTHS AFTER THE COMPLETION OF THE LEVEL 2.   
 

• ONCE ALL APPLICATIONS HAVE BEEN RECEIVED, A SELECTION PROCESS WILL TAKE PLACE IN EACH COUNTY TO IDENTIFY 

APPROPRIATE CANDIDATES

• THE WEST MIDLANDS FEMALE COACH DEVELOPMENT PROGRAMME, ARE LOOKING FOR ENTHUSIASTIC AND EXPERIENCED
